Students submit their
registration to their study hall instructor. All currently
enrolled students must register for the 25-26 school
year. Registration forms should be returned by Friday,
January 10.

Registration will officially close on Friday, January 31.
Courses will be assigned to those who do not register
depending on class availability, and course requests
for 2025-2026 close at this time.

COLLEGE PREPARATION & GREDIT OPPORTUNITIES

The School of Rhetoric academic programming was created to include a breadth of disciplines within the
Liberal Arts tradition. We take pride in our curriculum, which challenges scholars to think, speak, and make
informed decisions. As a result, students leave Eagle Ridge Academy educated on how to be more knowl-
edgeable and exemplary citizens. This firm foundation prepares our students to be accepted into their first-
choice post-secondary institution and instills the necessary skills and knowledge for success later in life.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP®])

The College Board designs Advanced Placement (AP)
courses for students in Grades 10-12, which means
AP courses in any high school utilize a standard set of
learning objectives. This gives students the chance to
tackle college-level work while they are still in high
school. Students will see and feel what college work
is like while receiving the support to help them get
there. AP courses enable students to stand out in
college admissions and skip introductory classes. At
the end of the course, students can take the AP exam,
possibly earning college credit.

Students can dig deeper into subjects that interest
them, develop advanced research and communication
skills, and learn to tap into their individual creative,
problem-solving, and analytical potential. Students
interested in earning the AP Capstone diploma must
take AP Seminar their junior year as a prerequisite

to AP Research their senior year. To earn the AP
Capstone diploma, students must earn scores of 3

or higher in AP Seminar and AP Research, and on 4
additional AP exams of their choosing.

Each college differs regarding what is accepted for
AP scores and how credit is honored. For more infor-
mation, go to collegeboard.org.

ADVANCED COURSES

Courses at Eagle Ridge Academy are taught with a
high level of rigor, aligning with college-credit bearing
tests. Students taking Humanities: Renaissance World
(Gr. 11) may opt to take the AP Language and Com-
position exam. Students taking Humanities: Modern
World (Gr. 12) often take the AP Literature and Com-
position exam.

PARTNERED LEARNING COURSES

Nova Classical Academy

Nova Classical Academy and Eagle Ridge Academy have
joined forces to provide our students the opportunity
to take courses with traditionally low enrollments. A
host school is designated to own the course and the
other will participate via live-time technology such as
Zoom or Adobe Connect. Students at both sites will
earn the same credit for the course upon completion.

For the 2025-2026 academic year, Nova will be the host
school for Classical Greek 1 and AP Calculus BC. ERA
will be the participant school, joining in classes in live
time. The classes will take place during the school day
at a designated hour that works for both schools. Eagle
Ridge will be the host school for AP Economics, AP Psy-
chology, and AP United States Government & Politics.

College in the Schools (CIS)

CIS is a collaborative program offered through the Uni-
versity of Minnesota. Students in CIS are concurrently
enrolled, taking a college course through a collabo-
ration with Nova Classical Academy. The CIS course
offered in 2025-2026 is CIS Classical Greek 1 (live
online with NCA). In CIS courses, students can earn free
college credits that are highly transferrable, demostrate
their learning on multiple and varied assessments
throughout the course (rather than on a single, high-
stakes test), and experience the fast pace and increased
rigor of U of MN courses.
